The youngsters on the course will be given a CD with songs they will need to learn
together with the lyrics a few weeks before the start of the course.. The parts to be
learned are clearly marked ALL. It’s vital they know these songs word perfect before
they turn up as we have so little time to get the whole show up and running.

All youngsters will be fully supervised. They are not allowed off the premises under any
circumstances!

The Health and Safety Policy and Discipline Policy will be adhered to so that classes are
safe, happy and productive. Shy students have nothing to worry about. They will be well
looked after.

Students are asked to wear loose, comfortable clothing ( nothing expensive as it might
come in for some wear and tear) and appropriate, sensible footwear (jazz shoes, jazz
boots, trainers or pumps)

Classes will begin promptly at 9.30 a.m (registration 9.15) and end at 4.30 p.m. with
appropriate breaks. Please note ABD staff will be on the premises before and after these
times but parents with genuine pick up/ delivery problems because of work need to have
their arrangements agreed with ABD. (see Application Form)

(24 hours notice will be given if we wish to keep specific youngsters back for a short
extra rehearsal)

Lunch will be eaten on the premises, preferably a packed lunch from home although
certain items can be purchased from the venue. Please ensure that your youngster has
an adequate supply of drinks. Rehearsing is thirsty work!!

Youngsters are asked not to bring unnecessary valuables. ABD will not accept
responsibility for any loss or damage to their belongings.

For the dress rehearsal and the performance itself, youngsters will need to be in
black clothing as a base for the costumes, as plain as possible. No cut off tops or
low rise pants. Black jazz shoes or pumps/ plimsoles or other black, logo free
leisure shoes are required as the cast need to look as uniform as [possible under
their outer costumes.

BEHAVIOUR & DISCIPLINE POLICY

A B D’s Production of* Alice in Wonderland” Disney Summer School will hold a high profile
in the local community. Each cast member will represent not only the Production, other cast

members but also at the venue. This is an exciting opportunity for all members of the cast and we
do not want to dampen any enthusiasm. Nevertheless, a Theatre can be a dangerous
environment if it is not treated with respect. Therefore, ABD Productions expects a certain
standard of conduct and co-operation from everyone involved to achieve a pleasant and safe
project. We want to get the best out of all members of the cast and to produce a first class
professional production.

The following disciplinary system will be implemented to enable the smooth running of the
production.

1 — If the cast member is not following any of the chaperones/leaders instructions, they will be
awarded a yellow card and asked to correct their behaviour.

2 — If the same individual continues to display disruptive behaviour, they will then be shown a
second yellow card and asked to seriously consider how their unhelpful behaviour may be
hindering the production.

3 — Lastly, if there is little or no improvement from the individual in question, surrounding their
behaviour, they will attend a meeting with one of the production team. They will then discuss their
reasons as to why they feel they cannot be involved in the production without displaying disruptive
behaviour and distract other cast members development.

4 — Further to the above meeting, if there is not a vast improvement in the cast members
behaviour and general attitude in the production. Then their parent/guardian will be contacted and
the individual will be asked to leave the production. This will result in their loss of role and forfeit of
their fee.

PLEASE NOTE; Failure to adhere to these standards during dress rehearsal or any
performance of the production will be treated as a serious breach of these terms and may
result in the loss of their role.
